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THE SPEED OF CIR.CULAR. SA\MS.

This is one of the most essential things to be observed, and no one can give

it too much attention. If the speed of the saw is too high, it can not do good

work, besides rendering it liable to many accidents. Too high a speed gen-

erates heat in the saw, makes it touchy and limber, so t'hat it will only run and

do good work on light feed, while the teeth are in the best of order, and have

keen cutting points. As soon as the teeth are dull, the saw will run or dodge

whenever it comes in contact with any unusual obstacle. Again, too low a

speed has its objections, but it is not attended with such ruinous effects upon

the saw. These difficulties can be remedied to a limited extent by the hammer-

ing of the saw, but cannot be entirely overcome. We keep in stock Speed In-
dicators, with which the speed of saw mandrel can be ascertained.

ACCI'RATE GRINDING.

We have been very successful in furnishing knives to meet the requirements of our trade, but
the user of knives should recognize the fact that he has some responsibility in the matter, and to
avoid all trouble in reference to knives, either for ourselves or our customers, we make the fol-
lowing suggestions:

Send pattern or template, taken by stretching a piece of paper of good quality tightly over
the flat side of the knife, and press firmly over edges of knife and slots to show a perfect and

distinct outline. This outline may then be traced vvith a pencil, if necessary. If you use a

pencil to mark out the knife and slots, be sure that it has a long sharp point, so that it will
reach the bottom of the slots of holes; otherwise the pattern will not be accurate, and is apt to
cause trouble, especially in the case of knives with threaded holes.

An end view of the knife should also be given, and the dimensions .horlt b" marked on the
pattern, as patterns are frequently taken from knives partially worn out, so that the pattern does

not show the correct width. By marking the dimensions on the knives, it enables us to dis-
cover any discrepancy between the sizes specified and the pattern, and we can then write for
confirmation before making the knives.

Always state the kind of work to be done with the knives, giving the varieties of wood
handled and the condition in which it is used; that is, whether green, dry or steamed. Also
give your idea about the temper, which you may describe as follows:

Soft or medium soft, for filing only.
Medium, to file and grind.
Medium hard, to file slow.
Hard, to grind only.

Always state dimensions in the follorving order:
1. The length of the cutting edge.
2. The width from the cutting edge to the back.
3. The thickness.

In many cases people give the width first, on account of being the greater dimension, in the
case of short knives. This causes confusion and mistakes, and should be avoided.

Rernernleer, if it is tempered, it is a knife; if untempered, it is a blank. If you say

"bits," we understand that you mean "tempered knives," If you want short knives without
slots, do not describe them as "blanks;" but say "knives, no slots."

If knives are wanted for "slotted head, " patterns are not necessary, but the correct dimen-
sions only. For stationary bolts, patterns must be sent with order.

If our advice in reference to ordering knives is followed, they are absolutely warranted, and

any proving defective in material, workmanship or temper, will be replaced without expense to

the buyer.

We have taken a great many chances in filling orders for knives, to avoid dclay, and we
congratulate ourselves on the few cases in which we have guessed rrong.

After

the belt is laced, to fasten the end of the lacing

push this punch through the leather straight,

and you will note that it cuts a half circle

forming a catch or a gate' by nicking the

lacing, after it is pushed through the opening

it is impossible to pull it out, this will hold it

firm without making a knot.
